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This Regulation on procurement for goods, works and services (hereinafter referred to as the “Regulation”) identifies and establishes the procedure for procurement of goods, works and services by Beineu-Shymkent Limited Liability Partnership (hereinafter referred to as the “Partnership”) to ensure its authorized activity and regulates the relations arising between the bodies of the Partnership, its structural subdivisions and employees in the process of implementation of activities in the field of procurement.
This Regulation is developed in  accordance  with the Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Government of the People’s Republic of China concerning the cooperation in Kazakhstan-China gas pipeline construction and operation dated August 18, 2007, ratified by the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan No. 218-IV on December 4, 2009 (hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”), with consideration of amendments and supplements made by the Protocol between the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Government of the People’s Republic of China dated October 14, 2009 , ratified by the Law of RK No.330-IV on July 15, 2010, as well as in accordance with the Partnership’s Charter and other internal documents of the Partnership.
For the purposes of the implementation of Second Section (Beineu-Bozoy-Kyzylorda-Shymkent Section of throughput capacity of 10 (ten) billion cubic meter per year) Project of Kazakhstan-China gas pipeline up to the full completion of the Gas Pipeline construction, the norms of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan and other regulations related to purchase (acquisition) of goods, works and services shall not applied to the Partnership. At that, under other equal conditions it is necessary to provide maximum usage of Kazakh goods, works and services.
Section 1. General Provisions 
Article 1. Basic principles and definitions, abbreviations used in the Regulation
1.1. For executing the procurement of the goods, works and services of Partnership, the following basic principles shall be adhered: 

1.1.1. Optimal and efficient use of Partnership monetary assets for Procurement; 

1.1.2. Granting to potential Bidders equal opportunities for the participation in the procurement process with consideration of requirements of the present Regulation and bid documents;

1.1.3. Creation of all conditions for fair competition among potential Bidders of goods, works and services with regard to the requirements of this Regualtion and Bid documentation; 

1.2.   The definitions and abbreviations used in the Regulation shall be as follows:

Affiliated person of the Potential Supplier means any individual or legal entity that has right to determine the solutions and (or) influence on the Potential Supplier’s solution, including by the reason of the transaction, performed in written form, and any natural or legal person in respect of which a Potential Supplier has such a right;

Gas Pipeline means the Kazakhstan-China Gas Pipeline Second Section along the Beineu-Bozoy-Kyzylorda-Shymkent route;

Purchase Initiating Department means the department of the Partnership having prepared and confirmed the Purchase request for goods, work and services;

Departments of Partnership means the structural divisions of the Partnership;

Long-term procurement means procurement of goods, works and services required for the gas pipeline construction the term of delivery (performance / rendering) of which is more than twelve (12) months.

Partnership means Beineu-Shymkent Gas Pipeline LLP;

Purchases means purchase goods, work, services by the Partnership for the implementation of the Project according to this Regulation, except purchases defined in Article 20 of this Regulation;
 Purchases Responsible Department (PRD) means department responsible for implementing the Purchase Procedures within the competence defined by the Regulation of appropriate structural division. 

Strategic investment project: 
- Investment project included in the list established by the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan and ability to provide strategic influence on the economic development of the Republic of Kazakhstan;
- Strategic project approved by the Investment Committee of NWF Samruk-Kazyna or its subsidiary;

Local content means the percentage of the labor payment cost of the Republic of Kazakhstan citizens, engaged in the performance of the procurement contract, of the total fund of labor payment under the contract, and (or) the cost of the value of share (shares) of the Kazakhstan origin set in the goods in accordance with the criteria of sufficient processing or full manufacture by citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan of the total value of goods under the procurement agreement;

Partnership Bodies means General Meeting, Supervisory Board, Management Board of Participant;

Domestic manufacturers means Potential Suppliers (individuals or legal entities) who are residents of the Republic of Kazakhstan and manufacturing: 

- goods completely manufactured in the Republic of Kazakhstan, listed in the Article 5 of Regulation on definition of the country of origin of goods, composition and issuance of examination report on the country of origin of goods and execution, authentication and issuance of certificate of origin of goods, approved by the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated October 22, 2009 No, 1647;

- goods, which have undergone sufficient processing in the Republic of Kazakhstan in accordance with the criteria of the sufficient processing, stated in the Article 7 of Regulation on definition of the country of origin of goods, composition and issuance of examination report on the country of origin of goods and execution, authentication and issuance of certificate of origin of goods, approved by the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated October 22, 2009 No, 1647;

Residents means residents of the Republic of Kazakhstan or the citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan, including those temporarily residing abroad or in the public service abroad, with the exception of citizens with a document on the right of permanent residence in a foreign country, issued in accordance with the laws of that State; 

· foreigners and stateless persons who have a document on the right of permanent residence in the Republic of Kazakhstan; 

· all legal entities established in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Kazakhstan, with its headquarters on its territory, as well as their branches and representative offices located in the Republic of Kazakhstan and abroad;

Working day/working days mean the day/days, which are not days-off and (or) holidays in accordance with the applicable Law.

Tender (open/closed) means the form of competitive bidding based on which the Partnership shall be obliged (according to the initial conditions proposed by it) to enter into the Contract (as the purchaser, owner, lessee, etc.) with the Bidder having proposed the Contract conditions considered by the Partnership as the best;

Bid documentation means the documentation issued and approved by the Partnership according to international practice of purchase of goods, works and services, provided for potential suppliers for preparation of Bids, that shall contain Bidding conditions and procedures;
Tender Committee means the committee consisting of employees of the Partnership in order to perform purchase of goods, work and services in cases and in ways defined by this Regulation; 

Potential Supplier means the legal entity, consortium, participating in the process of purchases with the purpose of supply of goods, work and services to the Partnership and pretending to conclusion of purchase contract;
Holding shall mean the Fund and legal entities together where over fifty per cent of voting shares (interests) are directly or indirectly owned by the Fund  as property or under trust management. 

Implicit ownership – ownership by each successive legal entity of fifty and more percents of voting shares (participatory interests) of other legal entity on the basis of the beneficial ownership or trust management;

Fund – “Samruk-Kazyna” JCS;

Participants mean the KazTransGas Joint-Stock Company (the Republic of Kazakhstan) and the Trans-Asia Gas Pipeline Company Limited (the People’s Republic of China).
Article 2. Development and Approval 
of the Annual Purchase Plan

2.1 The Annual Purchase Plan of the Partnership shall be developed based on the production program and (or) the investment program and (or) the budget and (or) the budget of the project and (or) a development plan and (or) a business plan.
2.2. According to the approved production program and (or) the investment program and (or) the budget and (or) the budget of the project and (or) a development plan and (or) a business plan of the Partnership  for the corresponding financial year, the Purchase Initiating Department shall within 5 working days after approval of the Partnership’s Budget provide the PRD  with the signed request (with identification of proposed purchase method, volume, etc.) for development of the Annual Purchase Plan (the paper and soft versions) according to the Attachment No.1 of this Regulation agreed with the Department which is responsible for Budget upon the amounts’ compliance with the amounts foreseen by the Partnership’s Budget for the corresponding  year and agreed by the relevant Deputy Director General managing the Purchase Initiating Department. 

2.3. PRD shall develop the Annual Purchase Plan of the Partnership and provide its approval by the Partnership’s Management Board. 

2.4. Decision on purchase carrying out shall be made by the Partnership only based on the approved Annual Purchase Plan. 

2.5. The Partnership is entitled to make amendments and supplements to the Purchase Plan. Amendments and supplements to the Annual Purchase Plan shall be made based on decision of the Partnership’s Management Board. The procedure of making amendments and supplements shall be performed according to the sub-clause 2.2 of this Regulation. 

2.6. Long-term purchases are included ​​into the current Annual Purchase Plan based on the approved production program and (or) the investment program and (or) the budget of the project and (or) a development plan and (or) a business plan. At this in the current Annual Purchase Plan shall be specified  the amount allocated for the entire period of the supply of goods (works performance / services rendering) and make appropriate reference to the period during which it is planned to complete the delivery of goods, works performance and / or services rendering (as required with breakdown by years).

2.7. The Partnership shall be entitled to perform the procurement process concerning the selection of suppliers of goods, works and services according to the list approved by the Partnership Bodies prior to approval of the production program and (or) the investment program and (or) the budget and (or) a development plan and (or) a business plan and a purchase plan(s), and the amendments and (or) additions made to them. 
In this case, the condition for the conclusion of the procurement contract is the approval of production program and (or) investment program, and (or) budget and (or) development plan, and (or) a business plan and procurement plan (s) and introduced amendments and (or) supplements to it for goods, works or services in respect of which there have been carried out procurement procedures relating to the selection of suppliers. 
However, the issuance of Letter of Award and conclusion of contract shall follow strictly the Charter of the Partnership.
Article 3. Development, Agreement

and Approval of the Bid Documentation
3.1. Based on the approved Purchase Plan, the Purchase Initiating Department shall prepare Request for purchase of goods, work and services; the request shall be approved by the supervising Deputy Director General, signed by Director and Deputy Director of the Department initiating purchase or by their acting, as well as confirmed with the Department which is responsible for Budget; the request shall be prepared in the form specified in the Attachment No.2 to this Regulation with the attached technical specification and approved draft Contract. 

3.2. Technical requirement and specifications shall be developed by the Purchase Initiating Department separately for each tender. The Department Initiating Purchase shall bear responsibility for content of the technical specification of the Bid documentation.  

3.3. The Department which is responsible for Budget shall review and confirm the Request for purchase of goods, works and services concerning the purchase amount’s compliance with the amount foreseen in the production program and (or) the investment program and (or) the budget of the project and (or) a development plan and (or) a business plan. 

3.4. PRD shall according to requirements of this Regulation, develop Bid Documentation, agree Bid Documentation with Initiating department and other related subdivisions, Supervising Deputy General Director of initiating department, Supervising Deputy General Director of PRD of the Partnership, draft decision of the Partnership Management Body within the competence stipulated by the Charter on purchase of goods, works and services and propose formation of the Tender Committee and approval of Bid documentation.
Article 4. Creation and Approval of Composition and Functions of the Tender Committee 

4.1. In order to purchase goods, work and services, the Partnership shall create the separate Tender Committee for each case of bidding. 

4.2. Decision on holding of Tender for purchase of goods, works and services shall be made by the Partnership Management Board in accordance with the Charter. Tender Committee compositions shall be approved by the Management Board.
4.3. The Tender Committee shall consist of Chairman, Vice-Chairman and members of the Tender Committee. The total number of members of the Tender Committee shall be the odd number and not less than five people. At thus, if the Partnership’s officer delegated by one Participant is assigned as the Chairman of the Tender Committee, then the position of the Vice-Chairman shall be occupied by the officer delegated by another Participant. 

4.4. The Tender Committee operates from the date of making decision on its creation and terminates its activity on the date of conclusion of the Contract on Purchases of goods, works and services or from the date of recognition of the tender as failed.

4.5. The Tender Committee Sessions shall be conducted under condition of presence of majority of the Tender Committee members  and documented by the Minutes to be signed by present members of the Tender Committee, its Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Secretary. In case of absence of any member of the Tender Committee, the Minutes of Meeting of the Tender Committee shall contain the reason of such absence as well as the number and date of the document confirming such fact. 

4.6. Resolution of the Tender Committee shall be made by open voting and deemed adopted if voted by majority of the total number of the Tender Committee members. In case of disagreement upon decision of the Tender Committee, any member of such Tender Committee shall have the right for the special opinion which shall be stated in written form and enclosed to the Minutes of the Tender Committee session.
4.7. Chairman of the Tender Committee shall plan work and control over activity of the Tender Committee, preside over Tender Committee Sessions, carry out other functions provided by the present Purchase Regulation.

4.8. Organizational activity of the Tender Committee shall be provided by Secretary of the Tender Committee. The Secretary of the Tender Committee shall not be a Tender Committee member and shall have no right to vote during the Tender Committee decisions-making.

4.9. The Secretary of the Tender Committee shall be defined among employees of PRD.
4.10. Secretary of the Tender Committee shall:

4.10.1. Provide compliance with terms of placement of announcement on the Tender and its results in printed media and website of the Partnership specifying the terms and time of the Potential Suppliers Bids envelopes acceptance as well as the time of opening of Potential Suppliers Bids; 

4.10.2. Provide Potential Suppliers with Bid documentation, publishes the tender documentation on the website of the Partnership (this requirement does not apply to the purchase required directly for the gas pipeline construction);  

4.10.3. Receive Bid Envelopes from Suppliers, fill in the Register of Submitted Bids;

4.10.4. develop the Agenda of the meeting of the Tender Committee, provide the Tender Committee with necessary documents, organize holding of meetings of the Tender Committee; 

4.10.5. Open Bid Envelopes of Potential Suppliers;

4.10.6. Prepare Opening and Results Minutes, provide compliance with terms of preparation, agreeing and signing of the Opening and Results Minutes within the terms specified by this Purchase Regulation; 

4.10.7. Provide return of Bid Guarantees; 

4.10.8. Provide copy of Minutes of Meetings to the Purchase Initiating Department on written request basis;  

4.10.9. Perform other functions provided by the present Regulation.

4.11. Prior to the beginning of execution of purchases of goods, work and services, members of the Tender Committee, Secretary of the Tender Committee shall get familiar with the approved Bid documentation and its Attachments.

4.12. The Tender Committee shall:

1) If required, give proposals to the Partnership Management Bodies upon making amendments and supplements into the Bid documentation, according to the Charter; 

2) Review for compliance with Bid documentation, evaluate, and compare Bids;

3) Reject Bids according to the requirements of Bid documentation and this Regulation;

4) Summarize the Tender results within 30 (thirty) working days from the date of Bids opening.
Article 5. Purchase Methods

5.1. Purchases of goods, works and services, except to the cases, foreseen by the Article 20 of this Purchase Regulation, shall be carried out by one of the following methods:

1) Tender (open or closed); Open or Closed Tender can be carried out according to the two-stage procedures;

2) Quotation Request;

3) From one source.

5.2. The Purchase Method shall be chosen by the Partnership according to this Regulation. 

Article 6. Limitations Connected with the Purchase Process
6.1. The Potential Supplier shall have no right for participation in carried purchases in following cases:

1) Close relatives, spouse or in-law relatives of leaders of such Potential Supplier and (or) the authorized representative of such Potential Supplier are entitled to make decisions upon selection of the supplier or deemed to be the Partnership’s representative in carried purchases;

6.2. The Potential Supplier and its Affiliated Entity shall have no right for participation in the same Tender (lot). 

Article 7. Qualifying Requirements to Potential Suppliers

7.1. The Partnership has a right to establish the following qualifying requirements:

1) Availability of necessary work experience on the market of providing goods, works or services and capability;

2) Having the civil legal capacity for entering into Purchase Contracts; 
3) Meeting the other requirements, specified in Bid documentation.

7.2. If the Potential Supplier engages subcontractors (co-executors, sub-suppliers) with the purpose of the contract performance, such subcontractors (co-executors, sub-suppliers) shall be subject to Partnership’s approval in accordance with Bid documentation. At that the total scope of subcontracted works and services shall not exceed 2/3 (two of third) part of the total scope stated in the Bid documentation. 

Section 2. Purchase to be Carried out by the Open Tender

Article 8. Organization of the Open Tender 

8.1. Potential Suppliers shall be notified about the Open Tender by the announcement to be placed in the printed media, distributed through the whole territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and on the website of Partnership not less than 10 (ten) working days prior to the Bid acceptance closing date. 

8.2. The duration between the Bid closing time and Bid envelopes opening is identified in the Bid documentation. 

Article 9. Announcement (notification) on Tender 

9.1. Announcement (or notification for closed Tender) on Tender shall contain the following data: 

1)  Name and address of the Partnership;

2) The purchase name (the purchase name shall correspond to the purchase name specified in the Annual Purchase Plan); 

3)  Methods and places of getting the Bid documentation and its cost; 

4)  Place and closing date of bid submission; 

5)  Date, time and place of Bids opening (not applicable for closed Bid);

6)  Other required information, defined by the Partnership. 

Article 10. Content of the Bid Documentation
10.1. Bid documentation should include the following data:

1) The list of documents, which shall be provided by the Potential Supplier as confirmation of meeting the qualifying requirements; 

2) Description of purchased goods, work and services, their required technical and quality characteristics, including technical specifications, plans, drawings, sketches;

3) Name and address of the Partnership;

4) Quantity (volume) of purchased goods works and services;

5) Place and conditions of supply of purchased goods, works and services;

6) Required terms of supply of purchased goods, works and services; 

7) Payment conditions and drafts Purchase Contract; 

8) Way and methods of calculation of the Bid’s Price including specification in whether the price shall include such elements as transportation and insurance expenses, payment of customs duties, taxes, fees and others, if necessary; 

9) Currency or currencies expressing the Bid Price for adjustment of Bid Prices to unified currency with the purpose of their comparison and evaluation, the exchange rate stated by the National Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan on the date of Bids opening shall be used; 

10) Requirements to the language of the Bid and the Purchase Contract preparation and submission; for non-residents of the Republic of Kazakhstan it shall be attached with notarized translation into Russian language; 

11) Information on responsibility of the Potential Supplier to specify the Bid Validity Period;

12) Procedure, form and terms of submission of the Bid Guarantee; 

13) Pointing to the Potential Supplier’s right for Bid’s change or recall before the bid submission closing date and the Potential Supplier’s right for appealing upon the lawless acts of the Partnership, Tender Committee, Secretary of the Tender Committee and technical experts; 

14) Place and closing date of Bid submission, as well as Bids’ validity period;

15) Methods of requesting clarifications upon the Bid documentation content, as well as the statement of the Partnership’s intention to hold a meeting with suppliers on this stage, which shall be held in open form and the relevant Minutes shall be prepared; 

16)  Place, date and time of Bid envelopes opening. 

17) Information on the amounts allocated for the purchase of goods, works and services excluding VAT, which are the subject of the performed purchases by tender. This requirement does not extend to the purchase required directly for the gas pipeline construction;
18)  Other necessary information.

10.2. During the Tender on purchase of uniform goods, work and services, the Partnership is obliged to divide goods, works and services in the Bid documentations into parts (lots) based on the place of their supply (execution, rendering). At thus, the Successful Bidder shall be defined upon each lot of goods, works and services. 

10.3. Potential Supplier shall be entitled to request clarifications upon the Bid documentation from the Partnership, but not later than 5 (five) working days prior to the bid submission closing date. PRD shall, within 3 (three) working days from the date of request receipt, be obliged to reply for such request and send the requested clarification to all the Potential Suppliers, to whom Bid documentation has been provided, by publishing this clarification on the web-site of the Partnership (this requirement does not apply to the purchase required directly for the gas pipeline construction).  

10.4. The Partnership  shall not later than 3 (three) working days prior to the Bid submission closing date be entitled by its own initiative or as a reply for requests of Potential Suppliers make changes in the Bid documentation by decision of the Partnership Bodies in accordance with the Charter.

The made changes shall have the obligatory effect and shall immediately be informed to all the Potential Suppliers, provided with the Bid documentation. At thus, the Bid submission closing date shall be shifted by the Partnership by the term not less than 5 (five) calendar days in order to allow the Potential Suppliers consider such changes in their bids. 

10.5. The Bid documentation shall be approved by the Partnership Bodies in accordance with the competence stated in the Partnership Charter.
10.6. The Partnership is entitled to withhold payment from Potential Suppliers for the provided Bid documentation; 

Payment shall be made to the Partnership’s bank account. The payment confirmation shall be submitted to the Partnership upon receipt of the Bid documentation;

Small Business enterprises and companies manufacturing goods work and services, created by the public associations of disabled persons of the Republic of Kazakhstan shall be provided with the Bid documentation free of charge.
Article 11. Validity Term, Content, Submission, 
Changing and Recall of Bids

11.1. The Potential Supplier willing to participate in the Tender shall submit the sealed Bid to the Partnership according to the requirements of Bid documentation before the Bid submission closing date.

11.2. The Bid received after the Bid submission closing date shall not be opened and shall be returned to the Potential Supplier having submitted this Bid.

11.3. The Bid shall remain valid within the period specified in it according to the requirements of Bid documentation;

Validity Period of the Bid which is defined in Bid documentation shall be not less than 35 (thirty five) calendar days; 

The Bid with the validity period shorter than that specified in the Bid documentation shall be rejected. 

11.4. The Bid of the Potential Supplier, being the legal entity, willing to participate in the Tender shall contain the following: 

1) Request for participation in Tender according to the Attachment No.3 of this Regulation; 
2) The notarized copies of license or an application of the potential supplier with a reference to the official source (website) of the state authority issued the license and applied the electronic licensing system (if under the terms of a tender it is expected the activity, which is subject to compulsory licensing) and/or other documents according to the applicable Law, confirming the right of the Potential Supplier for manufacture, processing, supply and sale of the purchased goods, work and services;

3) The notarized copy of certificate of the state registration (re-registration) of the legal entity;
4)   Auditing organization’s report (in case if the company is subject to mandatory audit) and/or financial statement;
5) Document containing information about the founders: a notarized copy of the Charter approved in the procedure established by the Law, for legal entities registered on the basis of standard charter - a copy of application of the established form for a legal entity registration (in the case of a consortium  it should be submitted a notarized copy of the Charter of each legal entity included into the Consortium), a notarized copy of an extract from the Register of shareholders issued no more than 30 (thirty) calendar days prior the date of the envelopes opening; 

6) The notarized copy of the Value-Added Tax Registration Certificate (if available); 

7) The price proposed by the Potential Supplier containing all the actual expenditures of the Potential Supplier, comprising the final price of supplied goods, works and services including the related services cost; 

8) The notarized copies (or the copies in the form foreseen by the legislation) of the certificates of origin or quality of goods, as well as other documents, confirming suitableness of goods, works and services for the purchase as well as compliance with the Bid documentation and/or submitting the guarantee letter with Bid documentation to provide abovementioned documents with the first delivery of goods; 

9) Technical specifications;

10) Proposed related services, if available; 

11) Original Bid Guarantee; 
12) Original or a notarized copy of the document on assignment (election) of the first leader of the potential supplier (in the case of a consortium it should be provided an original or a notarized copy of the document on the assignment (election) of the first leader of each entity included into the consortium as well as an original or a notarized copy of the document confirming the right for signing of the Consortium Agreement by authorized person of each entity in the Consortium);

13) Original or a notarized copy of the power of attorney issued for the person (s) representing interests of the potential supplier and for the right to sign the application and documents containing in the application for participation in the tender;

14) Other documents (instead of stipulated by the present Regulation), necessary for submission according to the Bid documentation.
Potential supplier is not a resident of the Republic of Kazakhstan should provide the similar documents stipulated by this clause of this Regulation as residents of the Republic of Kazakhstan or documents containing similar data with attached copy of the notarized translation of these documents into the Bid documents language.
11.5. The Bid submitted by the Potential Supplier, being the individual, willing to participate in the Tender shall include the following:

1) Request for participation in Tender according to the Attachment No.4 of this Purchase Regulation and a copy of the identity card or the passport, or the certificate issued by the Justice Authorities confirming that the documents proving such person’s identity are under the process of replacement; 

2) The notarized copies of license or an application of the potential supplier with a reference to the official source (website) of the state authority issued the license and applied the electronic licensing system (if under the terms of a tender it is expected the activity, which is subject to compulsory licensing) and/or other documents according to the applicable Law, confirming the Potential Supplier’s right for manufacture, processing, supply and sale of purchased goods, work and services;

3) The notarized copy of the document on registration as subject of entrepreneurship without creation of the legal entity, issued by the relevant state authority; 

4) The price proposed by the Potential Supplier including all the actual Potential Supplier’s expenditures, comprising the final price of supplied goods, works and services; 

5) The notarized copies (or the copies in the form foreseen by the legislation) of the certificates of origin or quality of goods, as well as other documents, confirming suitableness of goods, works and services for the purchase as well as compliance with the Bid documentation and/or submitting the guarantee letter with Bid documentation to provide abovementioned documents with the first delivery of goods;  

6) Technical specifications;

7) Proposed related services, if available; 

8) Original Bid Guarantee;  
9) Other documents necessary for submission according to the Bid requirements.
11.6. The Potential Supplier shall be entitled to change or recall its bid through written Recall Notification before the Bid submission closing date; at thus the Supplier shall not lose its right for return of its Bid Guarantee. 

It is prohibited to make any changes in the Bid after the bid submission closing date.

11.7. The Bid shall be submitted by the Potential Supplier bound with the numbered pages and the last page stamped; 

The Bid’s Technical Part (bound with numbered pages and the last page signed and stamped for the legal entity or the individual) and the original document confirming bid guarantee provision shall be attached to the Bid separately. 

At thus, if the technical specification and/or the original document confirming the bid guarantee provision are stitched together with the Bid, it shall not comprise the basis for such Bid rejection. If the original bank guarantee is stitched with the Bid then it shall not be returned to the Potential Supplier.

11.8. If necessary, the Potential Supplier shall submit the required number of copies of the Bid, specified by the Partnership in the Bid documentation with the “Original” and “Copy” specified. In case of any discrepancies between them, the original shall prevail; 

Original and all the copies of the Bid shall be typed or written by indelible ink and signed by the Potential Supplier;

The Bid shall be free of any insertions between lines, corrections or subscripts, except to the cases when the Potential Supplier needs to correct some grammatical mistakes. 

11.9. The Potential Supplier shall insert the Original and each copy of the Bid into separate envelopes marked as “Original” and “Copy”. The Potential Supplier’s name and address shall be specified on envelopes; then the envelopes shall be inserted into the outer envelope; 

Internal and outer envelopes shall:

1) Be addressed to the Partnership according to the address specified in the Bid documentation;

2) Contain the following phrases “Tender for purchase _________________”;

(the Tender’s name) 

     as well as the phrase “Shall not be opened before ____________ “____”, 201_”

(Date and time of Bid opening, specified in the Bid documentation)

Change of the Bid, foreseen by the subclause 11.6 of this Purchase Regulation shall be prepared by the Potential Supplier, sealed and submitted like the Bid itself. 

Article 12.  Bid Guarantee

12.1. The Bid Guarantee with the amount defined by the Bid documentation proposed in its Bid shall be provided by the Potential Supplier at the same time with the Bid submission in the form and in the amount provided by the Bid documentation. The form of Bid Guarantee from non-resident Potential Supplier shall be acceptable to the Partnership requirement. 

12.2. The Bid Guarantee can be provided in following forms:


1) Bank Money Deposit;

2) Bank Guarantee.

The Bid Guarantee in the form of the money deposit shall be provided by the Potential Supplier on the corresponding Partnership’s Bank Account. 

12.3. The Bid Guarantee validity period shall be not less than the Bid itself validity period. 

12.4. The Partnership shall return the Bid Guarantee within 5 (five) working days from the date of commencement of following events:

1) Expiration of the Bid validity period;

2) Validation of the Purchase Contract;

3) Bid recall before the bid submission closing date; 

4) Potential Supplier’s Bid rejection;
5) Termination of the Purchase process without selection of the Successful Bidder. 

12.5. The Bid Guarantee shall not be returned to the Potential Supplier, having submitted the Bid and the Bid Guarantee if the Potential Supplier:

1) Recalled or changed its Bid after the bid submission closing date;

2) Submitted false information in the Bid;

3) Have not entered into the Purchase Contract in case of being selected as the Successful Bidder. 

12.6 Potential Suppliers shall not provide the Bid Guarantee in case of their participation at the first stage of the tender with two-stage bidding procedures. 

Article 13. Opening of Envelopes with Bids

13.1. Bids shall be opened at the Tender Committee Meeting at time and place specified in the Bid documentation.

Bid for participation in an open and close tenders and quotation request should be opened also in the case when only one bid has been provided for participation in the open and close tenders (lot) and quotation request and considered to meet the requirements of the Bid documentation.

13.2. While Bid opening, the names and addresses of Potential Suppliers participating in the Tender shall be announced to the attendees, as well as the prices, proposed by Potential Suppliers, supply and payment conditions, Bid recall and change if it is documented, information on availability or absence of the documents, comprising the Bid; such information shall be registered in the Bid opening Minutes.
Article 14. Evaluation and Comparison of Bids

14.1. In the process of evaluation and comparison of Bids, the Tender Committee is entitled to request clarifications from Potential Suppliers upon their Bids.

14.2. The Tender Committee shall reject the Bid in following cases:

1) The Potential Supplier has not provided the Bid Guarantee in the form, volume and conditions foreseen by the Bid documentation; 

2) Such Bid does not meet requirements of the Bid documentation;

3) Prices of Bids of Potential Suppliers allowed for Tender, exceed the budget, foreseen for purchase of such goods, work and services;

4) If the potential supplier is an affiliated entity of another potential supplier submitted its bid for participate in the tender (lot);
5) Any item indicated in sub-clause 6.1 of this Regulation. 
No rejection of bid to an open tender shall be allowed due to the formal reasons. Formal reasons represent the cases that are not specified in the item 14.2 of the Regulation.
14.3. The Bid rejected by the Tender Committee based on the sub-clause 14.2., shall not be allowed for evaluation and comparison of bids.

14.4. The Tender Committee shall consider the Tender or the purchase on the lot as failed in following cases:

1) Less than two Potential Suppliers have submitted their bids for participation in tender (lot);

2)  If upon the rejection by the Tender Committee based on the grounds specified in sub-clause 14.2 of this Regulation remain less than two bids of potential suppliers for participation in the Tender. 

14.5. If the Tender has been recognized as invalid in its entirety or for the certain lot, the Partnership shall be entitled to, or:
1) Hold the re-bidding;

2) Hold bidding by use of two-stage procedures;

3) Perform the purchase from one source.

In case of necessity of holding the repeated open bidding, the Partnership shall place announcement in the printed media and on website of the Partnership not less than 7 (seven) calendar days prior to the closing date of bid submission. 

14.6. The Tender Committee shall evaluate and compare bids which have not been rejected by the Tender Committee and which meet technical qualification requirements, and define the Successful Bid based on the lowest price on the approved evaluation criteria taking into account the criteria under other equal conditions providing maximal usage of Kazakhstan goods, works and services as per the Article 10 of the Agreement concluded by and between both governments.  At that the procedure and mechanism of defining Local content shall be determined by the decision of the decision of the Supervisory Board of the Partnership. 
Article 15. Tender Results Minutes

15.1. In case of purchases carried out by means of Tender, the Tender Committee shall prepare the Bidding Results Minutes, containing the following information:

1)  Name and brief description of purchased goods, work and services;

2)  Name and location of Potential Suppliers having submitted their bids;

3)  Name of the Potential suppliers whose bids have not been rejected;

4)  Price and other basic conditions of each Bid; 
5)  Description of estimation and comparison of Bids;

6)  Basis of the Bid’s rejection in case of rejection;

7) Name and location of the Successful Bidder upon each lot and conditions based on which the Successful Bidder had been selected;

8) The basis for non-defining of the Successful Bidder if the Successful Bidder had not been selected based on the Tender results;

9) The summary of requests for clarifications of the Bid documentation, replies for requests, as well as summary of amendments and supplements to the Bid documentation;
10) Information on participation of technical experts for technical evaluation;

11)  Budget assigned by the Partnership for purchase of such goods, works, services, as foreseen by the Annual Purchase Plan.
15.2. The Tender Committee shall within no more than 30 (thirty) working days from the date of opening the envelopes containing tenders summarizes tender.
15.3. After summarizing tender results, the Partnership is entitled to refuse from purchasing if the positive decision is not taken on making a transaction by the Partnership Bodies within the competence stated in the Charter.
15.4. The Partnership within 7 (seven) working days after summarizing tender results and approval of Partnership Bodies in accordance with the Charter shall inform all participated Potential Suppliers on the tender results by means of publishing in periodicals where the bid advertisement was published and on the Partnership website. 

Section 3. Other Methods of Purchase Execution
Article 16. Closed Tender
16.1.  The Closed Tender shall be held in case of purchase of goods, work and services, if material and financial resources are available only at limited number of Potential Suppliers due to their being complicated and specialized.
16.2. Notification on holding of the closed tender shall be sent to the Potential Suppliers having the goods, works and services available to be purchased.  

16.3. The short list of Potential Suppliers to be provided with notification shall be approved by the Partnership Bodies, according to the competence stated in the Charter. 
16.4. Procedure for holding closed tender is similar to the procedure for holding open tender except for provisions on information publishing. 
Article 17. Two-stage Procedure Tender
17.1. The Two-Stage Procedure Tender shall be used in following cases:

1) It is difficult to formulate detail specifications of purchased goods, works and services, as well as to define their technical characteristics and quality parameters;
2) It is required to carry out scientific study, experiments, investigations or developments; 

3) With the aim of formation of Potential Suppliers list at the first stage of a tender before approval of the budget and/or annual purchase plan for the corresponding financial year, and holding of the second stage after the annual purchase plan and budget approval. 
17.2. The Two-Stage Procedure Tender is the combination of following stages:

1) Request based on the Bid documentation from Potential Suppliers, concerning technical, quality or other characteristics of purchased goods, work and services, conditions of contract of their supply (performance, rendering); consideration of initial Unpriced Bids, submitted by Potential Suppliers according to the Bid documentation; consideration of qualification requirements, issues, related to technical, quality or other characteristics of goods, works and services, contractual conditions of their supply (performance or rendering); 

2) If it is necessary, making changes into the Bid documentation based on technical, quality or other characteristics of goods, works and services submitted by Potential Suppliers, submission of final Bids by Potential Suppliers, having passed the first Tender stage. 
17.3. The Tender Committee shall summarize the Tender results by use of Two-Stage Procedures within 20 (twenty) calendar days from the date of Bid opening (for the first stage), and within 10 (ten) calendar days from the date of Bid opening (for the second stage). 
17.4. In case of purchase by the two-stage procedure Tender, the norms provided in Section 2 hereof shall be used if others is not provided by this Article. 

Article 18.  Quotation Request
18.1. The Partnership shall carry out purchase of goods, works and services by quotation request in case when the annual purchase cost does not exceed 4000-fold monthly calculation indexes stated by the Law on the republican budget for the appropriate financial year.
In order to use quotation method it’s not allowed to split volume of purchases of similar goods, works and services planned for the financial year on parts, not exceeding 4000-fold of the monthly calculation index established by law on the republic budget for the appropriate financial year.
18.2 The Supplier selection by use of quotation request shall be carried out for the goods, work and services, available with the Potential Suppliers; Based on meeting the specification stipulated in the announcement, the determinative factor in such case is the price.
18.3. Potential Suppliers shall be notified on the purchasing by the announcement to be placed in the printed media, distributed through the whole territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and on the website not less than 5 working days prior to the bids closing date. 
18.4. The advertisement on purchase of goods, works and services by means of quotation request shall contain the following information:

1) Full name and post address of the Partnership;

2) Title of purchase of goods, work and services;

3) Title, brief characteristics (technical specification), as well as required volume, place, terms and conditions of goods supply, works execution, service rendering, as well as the payment terms and conditions; 

4) Place, start and end dates of Quotations delivery by Potential Suppliers; 

5) Requirement on necessity of inclusion of all the expenses related to goods supply, works execution, service rendering, including taxes and other obligatory payments to the budget, (insurance if needed) by the Potential Supplier to the Quotation;
6) Data on the amounts allocated for each lot for purchase of goods, works and services excluding VAT subject to purchasing by quotations request method;

7) Draft purchase contract; 
8) Required term of signing contracts on purchase of goods, works and services.
18.5. Each Potential Supplier shall submit only one Quotation in Russian or other language following the requirement stated in quotation request, if necessary, which shall contain the following information:

1) Name, legal and actual address, BIN (Business-Identification Number) (for legal entity), number of patent and identity card (passport), name, surname, place of living, IIN (Individual-Identification Number) (for individual entity), and bank details of the Potential Supplier; 
2) Name, characteristics and quantity of supplied goods, name and volume of executed works, rendered services; 
3) Place and terms of goods supply, work execution and services rendering;

4) Unit price and total price of goods, works and services, excluding VAT, incorporating the expenses related to goods delivery, works performance and services rendering;

5) Copy of state registration (re-registration) certificate of legal entity, for an individual – copy of the document certifying the registration of entrepreneurial activity subject;

6) Copy of a license or application of the potential supplier, containing the reference to the official internet-source (website) of the state body, having issued the license through electronic licensing system (in case if purchasing conditions envisage the activity subject to mandatory licensing);

7) Technical specification signed by the potential supplier ( in case the announcement on holding the tender by quotations request has contained the technical specification and the requirement for provision of the technical specification by the potential supplier);

8) Copy  of VAT payer registration (if any);
9) Copy of the Charter. 
18.6. Conditions of goods supply, work execution, services rendering contained in the quotation shall correspond to conditions specified in the published advertisement on purchase of goods, works and services by means of Quotation Request with the exception of events when Potential Supplier proposes better terms of delivery of goods, execution of works or rendering services, as well as better qualities of procured goods, works or services.
18.7. Quotation shall be submitted by the Potential Supplier within the period, specified in the announcement.
18.8. Quotation submitted after the submission closing date shall not be opened and shall be returned to the Potential Supplier having submitted it. 
18.9. Quotation of the potential supplier shall be rejected if it exceeds the budget provided for the purchase and does not correspond to the requirements of sub-clause 18.5 and 18.6. of the Regulation. Rejection of the quotation for reasons other than specified in this clause of the Regulations is prohibited.
18.10. PRD shall specify the following information in the Quotation Register:
1) Name of purchase of goods, works and services by means of Quotation Request;

2) Name and surname of the Potential Supplier’s Authorized Representative; 

3) Full name and post address of the Potential Supplier, IIN (Individual-Identification Number);
4) Date and time of the Potential Supplier’s quotation registration. 

18.11. The Quotation Register shall be stitched pages numbered. The last page of the Quotation Register shall be sealed by the Partnership’s stamp. It shall be allowed to keep the same Quotation Register for all the purchase of goods, work and services by means of quotation request within one financial year. 

18.12. Results of purchases by quotation request shall be formalized in the form of the Minutes in accordance with the Attachment No.5 to this Regulation and should be summarized not less than 5 (five) working days from the date of bids closing date for the potential suppliers.
18.13. The Purchase Contract shall be entered into with the Potential Supplier having submitted the lowest quotation. 

In case several potential suppliers submitted the same lowest quotation, the potential supplier who is the domestic manufacturer of purchased goods  or the domestic manufacturer who provided the highest local content percentage shall be acknowledged as successful bidder. In absence of domestic manufacturers, the potential supplier who was the first amongst other potential suppliers to submit the quotation shall be acknowledged as successful bidder. At thus, the Potential Supplier shall submit the following documents:
1) Notarized copy of state registration (re-registration) certificate of legal entity, for an individual – notarized copy of the document certifying the registration of entrepreneurial activity subject;”

2) Notarized copy of a license or application of the potential supplier, containing the reference to the official internet-source (website) of the state body, having issued the license through electronic licensing system (in case if purchasing conditions envisage the activity subject to mandatory licensing);”

3) Notarized copy of VAT payer registration (if any);”

4) Notarized copy of the Charter.”

Article 19. Purchases from One Source and Conditions of their Use
19.1 Purchases from one source shall be performed in the following cases:

1) If purchasing by one of the methods specified in sub-clause 5.1  1) -2) of the Regulation have been acknowledged as invalid.
When the tender or purchasing by quotations request have been acknowledged as invalid due to availability of one non-rejected bid of the potential supplier or availability of one non-rejected quotation of the potential supplier, the Partnership shall purchase from this potential supplier.

At the same time, the purchase contract should be concluded with him on conditions specified by his bid and quotation, whereas the price of the concluded contract should not exceed the price specified in the bid, quotation. 

When the tender or purchases by quotations request are acknowledged invalid for other reasons, the purchases will be performed from the potential supplier specified by the Partnership. 

2) Purchase of goods, works and services, if the total amount of homogenous types of goods, works and services envisaged by the procurement plan for relevant calendar year does not exceed two thousand-fold value of monthly calculated index established by the law on Republican budget for relevant fiscal year;

3) Purchase of goods, works and services, in case of necessity to purchase daily and (or) weekly required items (for the period that starts on the announcement date and lasts until conclusion of the contract according to the tender results) according to the list approved by the Partnership Body within the scope of its competence outlined by the Partnership Charter;

4) Purchase of periodic printed publications in paper and (or) electronic media, services on information placement in foreign mass media as well as the services on provision of information placed on websites, audio books, published on magnetic media, printed in Braille script, vision support equipment for sight disabled persons, purchase of services of specialized libraries;

5) Purchase  of engineering works from the supplier who duly developed the design/pre-design documentation, including the works out of the necessity to make amendments and supplements to design/pre-design documentation;

6) Purchase of services on operation of  roads;

7) Purchase of services on satellite resource rent;

8) Purchase of services on distribution, broadcasting of TV programs including satellites and surface facilities;

9) Purchase of electricity;
10) Long-term rent of land plots, as well as acquisition of the right to paid land use or the right to private property of land plot from its owner (owners) or from the government at the market or cadastral (estimated) value in compliance with the Land Legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan; 

11) Purchase of services on the rent of premises, buildings, facilities, as well as the services related to operation thereof, except for the initial purchase of rental services required for provision of the statutory activity of the Partnership;

12) If the Partnership having purchased goods, works and services from some supplier, requires other procurements to be made from the same supplier to ensure unification, standardization or compatibility with the existing goods, equipment, technologies or services;

13) Purchase of goods, works and services at the prices, rates, charges and fees established by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan or legislation of other countries or from the entity defined by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

14) Purchase of goods, works and services from natural monopoly entity as related to controlled services in compliance with the legislation  of the Republic of Kazakhstan on natural monopolies, as well as  from the entity holding the dominating (monopoly) status at the particular market of purchased goods, works and services, whose share in such market exceeds 35 (thirty five) percent;

15) Purchase of natural gas, water, water and heat supply services via the connected network, as well as effluents discharge services (sewage);

16) Purchase of telecommunication services;

17) Purchase of goods, works and services for the purpose implementation of strategic investment projects;

18) Purchase of goods, works and services by the decision of the Partnership Body within the scope of its competence outlined by the Partnership Charter. 

19.2 In cases foreseen by the sub-clause 19.1. the purchase from one source shall be carried out based on the decision of the Partnership Body through conclusion of relevant purchase contract. The procedure for applying to the Partnership Body shall be followed by the Purchase Initiating Department as follows:

19.2.1 Initiating department prepares a memo/explanatory note to relevant Partnership body stating detailed explanation for single source purchase. Supporting documents (price proposals, documents to confirm compliance to sub-clause 19.1 1)-19) shall be attached to a memo/explanatory note. Memo/explanatory note should be approved by the Deputy Director General managing the Purchase Initiating Department, PRD, Deputy General Director on commerce and if necessary by First Deputy General Director and General Director.
Article 20. Purchases to be made regardless application of the Regulation standards
20.1. The following transactions shall not be related to transactions connected with purchase of goods, works and services for this Purchase Regulation:
1) Purchase of goods, services related to representation expenses;
2) Purchase of attributes of exhibitions, seminars, conferences, meetings, forums, symposiums, training, as well as payment for participation in the abovementioned events; 

3) Purchase of services on personnel training, retraining, advanced training;
4) Purchase of services of rating agencies, financial services, except insurance services;

5) Purchase of securities, shares in charter capital of legal entities;

6) Purchase of services related to travel expenses save for the services at the agency’s choice; 
7) Purchase of goods, services being the intellectual property from the entity having the exclusive rights towards the purchased goods and services;

8) Purchase of goods, works and services for localization and/or liquidation of circumstances of emergencies, liquidation of accidents on electric power facilities, utilities, rail, air, motor, sea transport facilities, treatment facilities, oil pipelines, gas pipelines, as well as in cases of damages, failures of utilities, mechanisms, aggregates, spare parts and materials during transportation to destination, being the subject of urgent repair; 
9) Purchase of goods, work and services by independent branches or representative office of the Partnership for provision of its own activity in the foreign country territory; 

10) Purchase of services on submission of information to international informational agencies;

11) Procurement of consultation and legal services on protection and provision of the State’s or the Partnership’s interests in international commercial arbitrages and foreign law courts;

12) Payment of reimbursement to members of the Management Board, members of the Supervisory Board of the Partnership;

13) Purchase of property (assets), sold on auctions;

14) Purchase of lawyer’s services;
15) Purchase of notary services;

16) Purchase of goods, work and services directed on investments into charter capital of legal entities;  

17) Purchase of services from individual entities performing thereof under the labor contracts, or from individuals other than entrepreneurial activity subjects – under the refundable services contracts;    
18) Acquisition of state institutions services, unless specified otherwise by the laws of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
Article 21. Conclusion of the Contract
21.1. Upon determining of the winner of the Tender for project construction in accordance with this Procedure the Tender Committee shall issue a Letter of Award to the winner. The Letter of Award shall be prepared by the Tender Committee Secretary and signed by General Director and First General Director or other authorized persons. 
21.2.  Contract and/or amendments to it shall be signed by the General Director and First General Director of Partnership or other authorized persons. In case of their absence, the Contract and/or Amendments shall be signed in accordance with the stipulation of Charter.
21.3. The Contract shall be prepared by the Purchase Initiating Department with assistance of PRD. Technical part, such as scope of work, equipment specifications, drawings, work programs/plans, personnel, HSE matters etc. shall be prepared and confirmed by relevant Departments. 

21.4.  Procedure of contract signing shall be carried out in compliance with the Regulation on preparation, conclusion and execution of contracts in the Partnership.
Article 22 Amendments to the Draft or to the Concluded Contract
22.1. Amendments to the draft or to the concluded contract are allowed only in the following cases:

1) On the mutual agreement of the parties (Partnership and Contractor) in respect of price reduction for executing contract; 

2) If the basic design is amended and approved by State expertise, the price, terms and conditions of the contract can be amended accordingly pursuant to Partnership procedures; 

3) The contract total price can be changed in connection with amendment of the scope of the purchase with the contract unit price remain unchanged. Such amendment shall be within the budget and the Annual Purchase Plan;
4) In regards to the amendment of contract price for goods, works and services caused by the changes in legislation of Republic of Kazakhstan;

5) In terms of changed goods unit price, subject to state adjustment of prices within the price established by the state body performing the management in the sphere of natural monopolies and in the controlled markets;

6) In other cases, upon the decision of the Partnership Bodies. 
22.2.  Amendments and supplements made to the contract shall be subject to approval of Partnership Bodies according to the Charter, and shall be executed as an additional written agreement and form its integral part.

22.3. To ensure continuous activity, the Purchase Initiator of the Partnership is entitled to propose to extend validity of contract on purchase of goods, works and services for the last quarter of the first quarter of the consequent year  in the scope not exceeding the scope of purchased goods, works and services on these contracts of the first quarter of the current year. The extension of contracts shall be approved following the Charter of Partnership.

22.4. The other provision of the amending the contract or draft contract shall be executed in accordance with the Regulation on preparation, conclusion and execution of contracts in the Beineu-Shymkent Gas Pipeline LLP.
Article 23. Miscellaneous

23.1. After completion of Tender the Secretary shall pass all documentation (orders, Bidding documents, proposal documents, minutes, contract etc.) to the PRD, which is responsible for record keeping in accordance with the regulation of the Partnership. 
23.2. The Regulation is composed in the Russian and English languages having equal legal force.

23.3. Anyone who touches the information on purchase including proposals of potential suppliers shall not disclose to third parties excepting cases provided by the Legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
